HOW DOES MONTHLY GIVING WORK?
Support any or all of the SIF’s charitable programs with 
an affordable monthly commitment of any amount. 
Your gift may be applied to support Cooley’s anemia, 
Alzheimer’s or autism research and family services, the 
national scholarship program, domestic and international 
emergency relief, veterans’ programs, or let the SIF apply 
your gift where it is needed most. You may also support 
the CSJ with monthly gifts. You decide!

Perhaps one of the best features of monthly giving is that
it is automatic. Once you sign up, your donation is auto-
matically charged to your credit card once a month. You 
do not need to do anything more. (See the back panel for 
why this method of giving is as secure as it is easy.)

But the power is still in your hands: Continue making 
monthly donations as long as you wish. If you need 
to change the credit card to which your monthly donations are charged, make donations by another method, 
increase or decrease your donation amount, or suspend making gifts altogether, contact the National Offi ce and 
your request will be immediately processed.

MONTHLY GIVING MADE EASY
1. Sign up for recurring monthly giving online or with the form on the reverse.

2. Note the fully tax-deductible amount you would like to donate every month.
• *A minimum monthly donation of $10.00 for at least 3 consecutive months is required to be 

a member of the Sons of Italy Sustaining Patrons Circle.
• You may change the amount of your gift at any time by contacting the National Offi ce.

3. Designate the program(s) to which you would like your gift applied.
• You may change the gift designation at any time by contacting the National Offi ce.

4. On the same day of every month, the amount you determine will be automatically charged to the credit 
card that you designate.

• You may suspend your monthly donations at any time by contacting the National Offi ce.

5. When you complete 3 consecutive monthly donations of $10 or more, you will be installed as a 
member of the Sons of Italy Sustaining Patrons Circle and recognized on the Honor Roll.

6. Each January, as long as you have participated in monthly giving for any part of the previous calendar
year, you will receive a letter noting your full tax-deductible donation amount for the previous year.

7. Be proud knowing that you’re helping to uphold the important charitable work of the Sons of Italy®!

CAN I AFFORD MONTHLY GIVING?

Yes! A monthly giving plan spreads your 
annual gift goal amount into smaller monthly 
donations. For example, if you plan to make 
an annual gift of $200, your recurring monthly 
donation would be only $16.66 a month.
